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The TEXO Foundation was established in 2020 to support and
strengthen the local communities where our divisions are based.
With a vision to nurture the next generation, the Foundation’s remit
includes creating opportunities for ambitious young people in sport.

TEXO Foundation has allowed us to support a range of community,
charity and individual causes, helping us to integrate into the
societies where we work and help out the causes that are close to
our hearts.
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In late 2023, we launched our ‘Challenge TEXC'
campaign. This is an opportunity for people
both within TEXO and our local communities
to suggest a project that the TEXO Foundation
can take on. From improving community
spaces to providing new equipment or funding
a specialist area, no project is too small, too
big or too difficult for us to consider.

Every three months, we pick a project and get
to work. In this way, we broaden the reach of
the foundation and make sure that we are
genuinely helping to strengthen community
groups, expand access to opportunities for
everyone and providing safe places to work
and play.

Below are our first winners:

ASV was selected as TEXO Foundation’s
inaugural Challenge TEXQO winner, supporting
the delivery of free swimming lessons to over
100 nursery children. Further to lessons, all
children were also provided with swimwear and
coaches provided with kit.

Funding for current lessons was due to end

in March 2024, but TEXO came on board to
ensure that 110 preschool children will continue
to receive free swimming lessons for another
year as part of an initiative launched in 2023
teaching pre-school children how to swim.
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The Blyth Tall Ship project secured vital support
for the landmark project with its selection as
the second winner of Challenge TEXO.

The partnership provided crucial funding to
construct a cradle and supports, enabling the
team to safely complete the build of their oak
40ft Zulu offshore fishing vessel.

"Blyth Tall Ship entered the TEXO Challenge
competition seeking suppart in constructing
a woaden sailing vessel, a project driven
by volunteers and young apprentices from
the Blyth Community. Our challenge was to
fabricate stools and a small grillage which
the base of the ship could sit. TEXO also
created specialised brackets for the sailing
vessel, and we provided the labour needed
to install the metal grillage, allowing the
build to continue. We're proud to support this
community-driven initiative and contribute to
the construction of this remarkable vessel.” —
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On the 17th day of Christmas, TEXO
brought a wave of festive joy to the
Royal Aberdeen Children's Hospital,
delivering a magical experience for
patients and staff alike. Two brave
members of the TEXO team, Ross
Lowe and Chris Brown, took on a
daring challenge, abseiling down the
side of the hospital dressed as Santa
and his EIf!

This incredible feat of festive spirit was part
of TEXO'’s ongoing support for the Archie
Foundation, a charity dedicated to improving
the lives of children in hospital. The sight of
Santa and his EIf descending from the roof
brought smiles and excitement to the faces of
children watching from their windows, creating
a truly memorable moment.
